Dear Student and Parent /Guardian/Homestay:

I look forward to our semester together.  It is my goal to facilitate your learning, development and discovery in Social Studies.

In order to ensure that there is PRIME learning conditions in my classroom, there are several expectations that students need to understand.

RESPECT
Most expectations for student and teacher behaviour are based on this.  Please have respect for the following while in at school:

· RESPECT for school property

· RESPECT for fellow students

· RESPECT for the teacher

· RESPECT for the learning environment

· RESPECT for yourself (the most important!)
ATTENDANCE

· Absence- if you are absent from class it is your responsibility to find out what you have missed. Choose a “buddy” who can give you notes that you may have missed. Please do not book flights and vacations that conflict with school.

· Late- it is respectful to be in class on time.  If you are late PLEASE do not be disruptive. It is your responsibility to notify me that you came in late.  Students who frequently arrive late will be asked to stay late and do classroom chores. 

· Missed Tests or Quizzes – You will only have an opportunity to write a missed test IF you have a note from your parents/guardians/homestay.
SUPPLIES

It is expected that all students will arrive in Soc. 11 class with the proper supplies. THIS IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE STUDENT.  If a student continually fails to bring proper supplies to class, a call home will be necessary.

· Pencils/Pens- Mr. McLaren will not hand out pencils to students who fail to bring one.

· Supplies/textbook - Having your own pencil crayons, scissors, glue etc. will make getting your work done much easier.  Bring your textbook to every class.

LANGUAGE

It is expected that respectful and appropriate language be used in class and in the hallways.  Mr. McLaren’s classroom has a ZERO TOLERANCE policy regarding words that are racially motivated or are discriminatory.  Use of such language will result in a call home and referral to administration.

FOOD and WATER

· Water- Water bottles are welcome in Mr. McLaren’s class.  Be sure to fill it up prior to coming class.

· Food- Food is permitted in class, so long as students clean up after themselves.  Failure to do so will result in loss of privilege for eating food.

LEAVING CLASS

Please use the bathroom and/or get a drink during school breaks.  If a student needs to leave the class for any reason they must ask teacher’s permission (only one student is allowed to go to the bathroom at one time)

Electronic Devices and MUSIC

Mount Doug has a policy (rules) for Electronic Devices. During instruction in Mr. M’s class there is no need for your device to be in your hand or on your desk.  Please turn it off and put it away.  If you fail to follow this rule, you will be asked to “park” (check in) your device.  You will be given a break in class to “check” your device.  When doing individual work you may listen to music, but not engage in messaging/social media .  If you abuse this allowance, you will need to park your device.  It is expected that use of your device for group work will be for “on-task” work.

BEHAVIOUR
Common sense prevails in this matter and if a student’s behaviour is disruptive to the learning environment, that student will have to deal with a possible range of consequences.  PLEASE take time to review the Mount Doug Secondary Code of Conduct: https://mountdoug.sd61.bc.ca/our-school/conduct/

DO NOT Plagiarize! Plagiarism definition: Using some else’s work or ideas as your own.

Mt. Doug Plagiarism Policy- First violation: A warning should be issued. A zero may be given. A call home and a counselor involvement. If more than one student is involved in the cheating or plagiarism, all may receive a zero. A second violation will result in referral to administration.
LATE ASSIGNMENTS

Please hand in your assignments before or on the due date. Assignments that are handed in late will receive a penalty of 10% per school day. Failure to hand in assignment 5 days after the due date will result in a mark of zero.  Students who cannot physically hand in an assignment on time must have a note from a parent or guardian saying why.
