
It’s time to write! Daily journaling is a good way to improve your writing skills in English.  For the next couple of months, you will be asked to write in your journal on a daily basis.

Here are some key points and expectations:

· Use the “duo tang” that you purchased. Write you name clearly on the front.

· Journals will always be stored in the classroom (please do not take home)

· Mr. M will give you topics to choose from

· Write the date and topic at the beginning of each entry

· Your goal should be to write a minimum of 10 sentences for each entry

· Do not distract others during journal time.

· Once you are finished writing, Mr. M will give you time to re-read your work.  This is an opportunity to edit your work.

· If you are having a hard time expressing your idea in words, you may draw out your ideas

· Use a translator, dictionary and thesaurus!

· If you were absent, you need to make sure that you complete the missed entry.

· From time to time, Mr. M will check, read and evaluate your journal.

· Remember to ask for HELP!
